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About the Convention Venue

Our 52 ASP Annual Convention will be held in The Avenue Plaza Hotel in Naga,
Camarines Sur. The Avenue Plaza Hotel is a new boutique hotel located by the historic
Naga River, along the vibrant Magsaysay Avenue community—Naga City’s midtown dining
and entertainment hub. It is near heritage, religious and tourist points of interest such as the
Penafrancia Basilica Minore, CamSur Watersports Complex (CWC), Holy Rosary Minor
Seminary & Museum, and the Panicuason Natural Springs.

The hotel has fully equipped convention facilities, including a spacious grand ball room with
state-of-the-art Bose Sound System for big corporate events. The amenities and features of
Avenue Plaza Hotel include free Wi-Fi in all areas, a business center, and 24-hour security

and CCTV monitoring of public areas.
